4. Applicants must commit to a minimum of six to 12 months mentorship programme curated by ART:DIS (Singapore) Ltd and the mentors.
5. Entries will be judged by a panel of judges appointed by the organiser. The decision of the judges is final. No correspondence may be entered into on this subject before, during or after The Open Call.
6. By submitting an entry, the entrant:
a) Agrees with the rules and regulations for the open call, mentorship duration and exhibition. The entrant grants permission to photography and/or to publish the artwork, artist’s biography and description of the artwork for promotional and educational purposes, including broadcast, print and electronic media and the Internet;
b) Agrees that all submitted entries become the property of ART:DIS(Singapore) Ltd and will not be returned to entrants; the organiser reserves the right to use it for other event or purpose without prior notice;
c) Agrees that the organiser reserves the right to hold the exhibition online without prior notice;
d) Understands that the organiser will take all possible care of the entries submitted, but that the organiser assumes no responsibility for any loss or damage before, during and after the competition and exhibition.
7. Shortlisted applicants will be notified via email by February 2023 for an in-person interview.
8. Final results of successful applicants will be announced via email at the end of March 2023.
9. Only 6 applicants will be chosen for the 2022 Art:Dis Industry Mentorship Programme.
10. Artwork Specification:
a) Artwork MUST BE in Jpeg or PNG image, and Mov format.
b) All submitted works must be the entrant’s original work completed in the last 2 years. 
11. Submission Specification:
a) Only one entry is allowed per applicant. 
b) For online submissions:
i. Upon submission, you will receive an Application Acknowledgement via email. 
ii. Submit the Application Form together with your artwork. 
c) Incomplete forms for submissions without attached artworks received will not be accepted. All artworks need to be received before the deadline to be accepted into the Open Call.
